Submit three letters of recommendation online or, if using the printed application, with other
hard copy materials to Graduate Admissions Processing.

Submit standardized test scores if required.

Submit your program’s required portfolio to the college’s Office of Graduate Student Affairs
by the appropriate deadlines. Do not send your portfolio to Graduate Admissions Processing.

Complete financial aid documents by the appropriate deadlines.

Graduate Admissions Processing will send you an e-mail acknowledging that it has received your
application.You will be notified by e-mail of any missing materials.

When a decision has been made, you will receive a letter of acceptance or denial. (International
students who are declined will receive e-mails.) Admission decisions may take from two weeks to
several months after your application and materials have been received. All notifications will be
made by April 5.

You will be notified separately of any merit-based awards (i.e., fellowships, assistantships,
tuition scholarships).

International students will be sent additional information separately, including 1-20 forms.
