SAT or ACT scores

TOEFL scores for applicants whose native language is not English
School profile (sent by guidance counselor)

If submitting the Common Application, include the Common Application Supplement Important
Application Information form. All questions must be answered and this page must be signed.

Early Decision Commitment Contract (for Early Decision applicants only)
Senior Grade Report (request that your guidance counselor submit this)
Non-U.S. citizenship form if required
